Call for experts on public procurement of products and services in the ICT domain

CEN/BT WG 185 Project Team is working on European accessibility requirements for public procurement of products and services in the ICT domain (European Commission Mandate M/376, Phase 1). The team is identifying and analysing existing schemes of this nature at European and international level. For our work, we are seeking input from experts on public procurement processes with knowledge in dealing with accessibility or other similar criteria. The expected input can be divided into three types:

Funding for this activity is being negotiated (basis is 650EUR/day “all-in” – travel costs incurred for the execution of the task have to be borne by the paid expert from this 650EUR/day).
